9. Function Description
9.1 Display Mode Description

The 8x8 HDMI Matrix features seamless switch between multiple sources and multiple
displays. Each HDMI output on our HDMI Matrix supports Full Screen View and Quad-
View mode.

On Full Screen mode:
You can switch between the 8 input sources with the full
screen view. Switching can achieve a seamless effect.
There is no black screen during the switching and no
need to wait until the next screen is displayed after
switching.

On Quad-View mode:
The quad-view mode is divided into 2 types, one displays
input 1~4, and the other displays input 5~8. The built-in
algorithm can compress the image without distortion,
ensuring high-definition quality.

When
you switch sound channels, the position of the
icon moves to the upper-left corner of the channel
screen where the audio is currently actually output.

Please refer to Chapter 10 for the detailed information about how
to switch.

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9.3 Preview Mode

Preview mode allows you to quickly observe the current display status of each port
through the LCD screen, especially if the displays are far from the matrix. When the matrix
is powered on, it can be previewed by turning the dial after it is displayed normally. The
navigation bar at the top of the LCD screen will indicate which port is currently displayed.
You can select preview input port only or preview output port only, or preview all ports in
the menu.

9.4 Rename Port

The port renaming function can help you get familiar with and use our matrix more
quickly. You can name all the input and output ports on the matrix to the name that is
most convenient for you. After the rename setting is successful, all functions that display
port information will display the renamed name.

9.5 0SD Query Description

There are characters (OSD information) on each display to indicate the display
correspondence and the current audio source, it will appear when each time you switch or
press the “Q" button.

Tips: After pressing the button, the display OSD will not be displayed all at once, but will appear on
each monitor in turn. When switching, only the switched monitor will show OSD.



9.6 Routing Status

The matrix supports querying the routing status through a button and displaying it on the
LCD screen, allowing for clear understanding of the display relationships of various
devices even without looking at all the display screens. It will be more convenient to use
with the rename function.

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9.7 Scene

The scene function allows you to customize multiple port connection profiles, which can
be easily called in settings menu when other connection profiles need to be used in
different scenes.

When you need to save the scene connection profile,
Scene Save just switch to the connection configuration you want
and select the number option to save.

Regardless of the order in which the input and output buttons are pressed, the screen can
be switched. The device name that has been pressed will be fixed on the left side of the
navigation bar,and the name of the device to be selected flashes on the right side.
